For Cork Prestige
references, minimal cleaning and care are required due to their natural resistance to dust and dirt. Use a brush
with gentle bristles to clean. In case of wet or damp stains, use an absorbent cloth to wipe away the moisture and
promptly and thoroughly dry the affected area. These recommendations will maintain the film’s appearance and
extend its lifespan. Persistent stains may indicate inadequate care, in which case, consider using a patch repair
method (not guaranteed but effective and economical) or replacing the entire vinyl.
